A. Features
The adapter is equipped with built-in multi-nation plugs, allowing it to 
be used with outlets in various countries. The safety function switch 
ensures that only one plug is energized at a time.
B. Instructions
1. Ensure Proper Button Reset:
Make sure the button is reset when it is pushed out and retracted to 
the bottom. If the button does not reset, this indicates that the plug 
has not been properly engaged, which may affect its normal use.
2. Single Plug Usage:
Only one plug type can be used at a time. The knob selection locks the 
other plug-pins automatically when a plug type is chosen.

C. USA Plug:
1. Slightly press the button and slide the knob 
downward to completely extend the USA plug 
as shown in the image. Ensure that the contact 
blades are aligned in the parallel position.
2. Press and hold the "USA" button, pull the plug 
up completely, and then release the button. 
This will lock the plug in place and reset the 
mechanism.
D. AUS Plug:
1. Slightly press the button and slide it down for 
the AUS plug completely, as shown. Ensure the 
contact blades are turned to the parallel 
position.

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2. To recover the plug: press and hold the 
"AUS"  button to release it, continue pulling up 
until the plug is fully extended. Release the 
button, and it will reset and lock the plug.d. 
AUS Plug:
1. Slightly press the button and slide it down 
for the AUS plug completely, as shown. 
Ensure the contact blades are turned to the 
parallel position.
2. To recover the plug: press and hold the 
"AUS" button to release it, continue pulling up 
until the plug is fully extended. Release the 
button, and it will reset and lock the plug.
E. UK Plug:
1. Slightly press the button and slide it down 
for the UK plug completely, as shown. Pull out 
the insulated ground pin from the housing.
2. To recover the plug: press and hold the "UK" 
button to release it, continue pulling up until 
the plug is fully extended. Release the button, 
and it will reset and lock the plug.
F. EU Plug:
1. Slightly press the button and slide it down 
for the EU plug completely, as shown. Ensure 
the contact blades are turned to the parallel 
position.
2. To recover the plug: press and hold the "EU" 
button to release it, continue pulling up until 
the plug is fully extended. Release the button, 
and it will reset and lock the plug.

1. Remove the old fuse (1).
2. Insert a new fuse (2) into the 
original position of the old fuse (1). 
The adapter will resume operation 
once the fuse is replaced.
3. Alternatively, you can use a new 
fuse with the following specifications:
Standard: 250Vac 10A, 6.3×25.4mm
Notes:
1. Before replacing the fuse, ensure that all devices are disconnected 
from the adapter.
2. Confirm that no water is flowing out from the access equipment, 
considering the power rating.
3. Ensure the product is not wet and that no water is present in the 
adapter before proceeding

A. LED Solid: When the LED indicator is solid, it indicates that the 
charger is operating normally. This means the device is functioning 
as expected, providing power to the connected devices without any 
issues.
B. LED Does Not Light: If the LED indicator does not light up, it suggests 
that there may be an issue with the charger. Follow these 
troubleshooting steps:
1. Possible Overload: The device may be overloaded. To resolve this, 
unplug one connected device and check the LED status indicator 
again.
2. Fuse Burn-Out: The fuse may have blown. In this case, please check 
and replace the fuse if necessary.

Fuse Replacement

LED Indicator Operation
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1. Always disconnect the adapter from the outlet when not in use.
2. Before use, please read these instructions carefully. This product 
does not convert voltage (AC-AC). To avoid potential damage to 
your device or other safety hazards, ensure that the power outlet has 
the proper voltage to operate your device before using this adapter.

4. The travel adapter is for temporary use only and should not be used 
permanently.
