Charging the Product

back panel of the device.

2. Insert the Type-C charging cable

into the charging port of the device.
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3. Ensure the adapter used is a legal
Type-C adapter connected to the
correct voltage for charging.

4. The charging status light will pulse

while charging. Once fully charged, the

lights will remain on.
